Wivian Brown, FPhD, started PROTOTYPES to provide comprehensive services bo women and children with co-occurring and multiple disorders.

Today, PROTOTYPES helps more than 15,000 people each year. Beyond that, it is mearly impossible to comprehend the number of people who have
been positively affected by Maryann throughout her career. Those who are closest to her describe her as thoughtful, humble, innovative and Fearless.
For those who have only known Maryann briefly, her soft-spoken nature and quiet commitment to serving a cause greater than herself often stays
with people long after they meet.

"Maryann’s support, thoughtfulness and kindmess will never be forgotten,” President and CED Cassandra Loch said. "She has left a stamp on
FPROTOTYPES that will continue for years to come.”

Maryann is looking forward to retirement and plans to devote some time to hobbies she shares with her husband of 21 years including ocrganic
gardening, walking, cooking and traveling.
